Hostel Rules

Hostel accommodation is provided with the understanding that the inmate trainee will strictly

abide by the Hostel Rules currently in force or as may be enforced from time to time.
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NIPHM hostel and campus is alcohol and smoking free zone. CONSUMING ALCOHOL AND
SMOKING is strictly prohibited. If non-compliance is found the trainee will be vacated from
the hostel immediately.

No inmate should approach the Directors/Registrar for ordinary matters. Hostel In-charge of
the concerned hostel is the right person for such matters. If issue is unaddressed then they
may approach to the Dy. Warden/Warden.

All cases of illness should be reported to the Medical-Officer of the institute through
concerned Hostel In-charge/Warden.

Room furniture and electric fittings are required to be maintained by the inmates in good
condition. If any breakage / damage is caused by the inmates, the loss will be recovered
from the concerned.

The inmates should dine only in the Mess attached to new hostel. Individual cooking is not
permitted. Trainees are not allowed neither to cook anything in their rooms nor bring
cooking related items into hostel premises.

No trainee is allowed to engage/ bring along with them private servants or pet animals.
Trainees are prohibited from giving shelter to any other person/outsider in the rooms.
Family members / friends are not allowed to stay in the hostel.

Light / Fan / Air Conditioner / water heater / TV must be switched off when not in use.
Due care must be taken for economic usage of electrical appliances.

. Inmates, in their own interest, are advised not to keep excess cash or any valuables in their

hostel rooms. They are cautioned to be very careful about safety of their belongings.
Institute shall not be responsible for the loss of such items due to theft or otherwise.

The bed-sheets and pillow covers will be changed every week for the stay beyond one week
/ change-over of inmates. Neat upkeep is the responsibility of inmates.

The inmates shall strictly adhere to Mess timings (Morning Tea — 6 to 6.30AM; Break Fast —
8 to 9AM; Lunch — 12.45 to 2PM; Evening Tea & Snacks — 5.45 to 6.15PM & Dinner — 8.00 to
9.15PM).

Unruly behaviour with staff of NIPHM / other trainees shall be strictly avoided.

The inmates should take care of their own safety. In case of any eventuality the Institute will
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not be responsible.
